Memorial Site Update
We have been successful in our application for planning permission with ERYC. The site for the proposed memorial is on The Pound, Church Lane, Carnaby. The memorial will be comprised of linked glass panels depicting a battle-damaged Halifax bomber trying to make an emergency landing at Carnaby Airfield. This work, designed by the local artist Stephen Carvill, depicts a true event , when the presence of low flying badly damaged allied aircraft returning from missions over occupied Europe was a common site above Carnaby village during WW2. The proposed memorial will be illuminated with diode lighting directly from below. This is intended to give an impression of the FIDO equipment in use at Carnaby Airfield during WW2. The glazed panels are similar to the array of glass panels constructed recently by the East Riding of Yorkshire Council as a centrepiece for the public art element of the Pembroke Gardens regeneration project near Bridlington Spa.
